Outdoor & Environmental Education Socrates-Erasmus Exchange Programme

The Outdoor & Environmental Education Programme has established links with the University of Umeå in Northern Sweden with a view to setting up student exchanges funded by the UK Socrates-Erasmus Council (http://www.erasmus.ac.uk/)

The University of Umeå (http://www.umu.se/umu/index_eng.html) offers a full programme of modules delivered in English. It is intended that the exchanges would take place between Aug - mid-Oct each year.  OEE students would study Alpine Geoecology (15 ECTS credits), delivered in English.  This Swedish course is equivalent to 24 c of JMU  modules and so would replace TWO Level 3 OPTION modules in semester 2 from which exchange students would be exempt. On successful completion of the Swedish course, the students, with direction from the programme leader apply to the Faculty APEL (Accreditation of Prior Learning) Committee to be exempted from these 2 x 12c level 3 modules.  Students’ final degree classification is based on the other 96 c studied at Level 3 at JMU (i.e. the Alpine Geoecology course does not contribute towards your mean level 3 mark or degree classification).  OEE students may wish to undertake part of their dissertation work while on this exchange. 

If you have downloaded this form you will be a Year 2 OEE student with the intention of undertaking an exchange.  To qualify for Socrates-Erasmus funding you must be at the exchange university for at least 3 months (ie. Aug-Sep-Oct) but in practice it will be less than this.

The purpose of this form is to gain an expression of interest from you at this early stage. It is NOT a commitment to doing the exchange.
