This study aimed to develop feasible and desirable pharmacy-based public health interventions for reducing alcohol through the following objectives:
· Exploring views of community pharmacists, potential service users and other stakeholders towards community pharmacy involvement in screening and interventions in alcohol
· Design public health screening and intervention tools on alcohol that are acceptable to community pharmacy staff and to the public
Initially, the study explored the views of community pharmacists, other stakeholders (commissioners and other service providers) and the general public on community pharmacy screening and interventions in alcohol. This was done through in depth interviews and questionnaires. The findings from this element of the study were usedby a working group, comprising members representing pharmacists, the public and other stakeholders. The working group helped to develop an exemplar screening and intervention procedure.

The methodology is somewhat novel in this field, incorporating both attitudes of the general public (rather than patients) and using a working group to approach service design from a bottom up approach, contrasting with the more usual top down development of services. The approach was well received by all the participants and seen as a positive step forward in service design. The aim was met through the exemplar procedure that arose from the working group. We do have plans to continue the development of this with a further working group and hope to fully meet the aims in the future.

The study was successful in a number of ways, not least the development of the exemplar procedure. This was well received and through the study, we have improved the working relationships of many of the stakeholders by facilitating closer working and good quality service development. Through this work we have become involved in a large bid for further funding to undertake work to implement alcohol screening and interventions through pharmacies across the north West.

The study has potential benefits for:
· Pharmacists – through development of a service tailored to the pharmacy setting

· Commissioners – through development of a service that can be adapted to meet local priority targets and support the commissioners in reaching their goals
We are currently producing the final report, which will form part of the bid for further funding for implementation of an alcohol screening and intervention service for pharmacies in the North West. This is a collaborative bid, involving NHS partners, three UK universities and private business. Additionally, we plan to publish a paper outlining the methodology as a model for bottom up development of health services at a local level that will maximise feasibility and desirability for the relevant setting.
