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Entry Guidelines
Competition Categories: There are three categories for entry: People, Places and Science. Entrants may submit up to two photographs per category; it is not possible to enter the same photograph in more than one category.  Each Entry/image must be accompanied by a completed Entry Form (see below).

Eligibility: This photographic competition is open to all IHR members, LJMU staff and students and members of the general public.  It is however, open to residents of the UK only, but including overseas students who are currently studying at any UK University and have a relevant visa.  Competition judges are not eligible to enter.

Format: All images entered must be in jpeg format i.e. the file extension specified must jpeg or jpg, and must be a minimum size of 2,000 pixels on the longest axis. No other file formats will be accepted.  It is expected that images will be suitable for printing to A4 quality without further enhancement.  No images will be returned at the end of the photography competition. No entry may be changed in any way after submission.

Filename: Each image file should carry your name, the category title and number (1 or 2) where you are submitting two images to a category (e.g. johnbrownscience1.jpeg and johnbrownscience2.jpeg).

Submitting an Entry: Entries can be submitted by email (images saved as attachments) and sent to IHR@ljmu.ac.uk, or through the post (images saved on to one CD or USB memory stick [non-returnable]) to Paula Brennan, IHR Photographic Competition, Liverpool John Moores University, 79 Tithebarn Street, Liverpool, L2 2ER. Please complete and submit the Entry Form below.

Do’s and Don’ts: Images that have already been published are not eligible for entry.  None of the following practices are allowed: compositing, multiple exposures and multiple channels. However some forms of manipulation/adjustment are acceptable if limited to minor cleaning work, colour, saturation, contrast where these help to achieve a true representation of a natural form, behaviour of phenomenon.  What was captured at the time of the shot being taken must be maintained.  Cropping is allowed but please bear in mind that it reduces the file size and therefore high levels of cropping could result in deterioration of the image quality.

Judging and Prizes
All Entries received by 31 March 2010 will initially be reviewed as part of a short listing process.  Entrants will be advised by 7 May 2010 if their image/images will be displayed at Tate Liverpool during the IHR Conference on 21 May 2010.  The Organiser will endeavour to notify entrants if a photograph has not been short listed, or if an Entry has not been accepted although it is not possible to guarantee a personal response or enter into dialogue for all photographs. The Organiser and Judging Panel reserve the right to reject any Entry that contains images which it considers to be inappropriate or potentially harmful.

Cash prizes will be awarded to the winner (£100) and runner-up (£50) in each category.  The judging criteria include evaluation of elements relating to both technical competence and creative interpretation* i.e. sharpness (unless use of blur is intentional/artistic), exposure, clarity of meaning or focus of statement, balance of composition.  For a list of competition winners, please apply in writing after 21 May 2010 (address above, see ‘Submitting an Entry’)

Terms and Conditions
· You have obtained sufficient and prior permission before submitting identifiable photographs of any person/s, or images with recognizable location/s, or which feature advertising or trademarks
· You are the sole owner of the copyright of your Entry and are free to grant a non-exclusive licence of this copyright to the Organiser
· You agree to grant a royalty-free, non-exclusive licence to the Organiser to hold, display, reproduce and publish your Entry in all print and electronic media, for purposes solely and directly connected to LJMUs Institute for Health Research
· Your Entry does not contain content that could be construed as offensive, unlawful, derogatory or defamatory
· If accepted for display at the IHR conference, you grant the Organiser the right to publish your name alongside it and in printed material produced  for the conference itself (e.g. programme, catalogue of entries)
· You grant the Organiser the right, in the event that you are a winner in the Photography competition, to publicise in any media your name, a photograph of you and the fact of your success

The Organiser acknowledges that your Entry is your exclusive property and it will not assert any claim to ownership of your Entry.
