Graduate Plus - Eligibility Criteria 

· All bursaries to be awarded for eligible courses relating to the Priority Sectors (Low Carbon Products and Services, Digital, Life Sciences, Pharmaceuticals and Advanced Engineering)  See full course list for more information.
· Bursaries will only be awarded to students not already signed up for an identified masters course; any students enrolled prior to the launch (23rd June 2009) of the Graduate Plus programme will not be eligible;

· Bursaries will be awarded to students with a minimum 2:1 degree;

· Students must have studied at a Northwest University in the last 12 months or have evidence of a permanent address in the northwest;

· Students must be studying on a taught Masters Programme;

· Students must be attending a relevant course in the 2009/10 academic year.  
· Preference for the award of bursaries will be given to students who may find the financial commitment of postgraduate study prohibitive.  Students will need to provide evidence of their financial circumstances.
· Bursaries will not be awarded in conjunction with other financial assistance such as the LJMU £500 post graduate scholarship; 

· Students may study on a full time or part time basis;

· All programmes must commence in the 2009/10 academic year
· The bursary is a contribution towards the course fee only and will not be paid directly to the student.
· The value of an individual bursary will be up to £1,250; 

· Entrance form to collect baseline data only to be completed by student prior to starting course to include contact details, age, gender, disability, ethnicity, university attended, permanent address in the Northwest if undergraduate degree not completed in the region, degree subject, grade and personal statement;

· Student exit survey to be carried out which will require students to provide destination information after completion, of course;

· NWUA to check eligibility of bursaries.
