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John Reid has been the Unit Director and a Consultant in the Cheshire & Merseyside Health Protection Unit since 2002. John has also worked in previous roles as a Consultant since 1987, initially as a Consultant in Communicable Disease Control (CCDC) in the Cheshire area and then as the Director of Public Health in Sefton, Merseyside. 

He is has led or supported a wide range of public health responses to major incidents and outbreaks of infection during the last 25 years. This has led to an interest in education and training and promoting good practice in the public health response to incidents and outbreaks. 

John has also developed special interests in public health emergency response systems and in environmental public health. He is the HPA North-West Education coordinator and also the HPA Regional Environmental and Chemicals team leader. 

John also coordinates the HPA Environmental Public Health Practice Network that brings together representatives from across all the regions in England. John has been involved in academic support and applied research over this period and has published a variety of accounts of incidents and public health problems. He is visiting professor in Environmental Public Health at Liverpool John Moore’s University.  He has set up the HPA Environmental Public Health Practice Development Unit to foster learning from practice and promote skills and capacity in public health, in association with Liverpool John Moores University.
