Pedagogic research enhances theoretical and conceptual understanding of
teaching and learning processes and outcomes, teacher and learner experiences,
and the relationship between processes, outcomes and contexts (RAE, 2008).
LIJMU’s Pedagogic Research Forum aims to provide an environment to make HE
research accessible in order to promote evidence based practice and to support
staff undertaking their own teaching and learning investigations.

A look at the evidence

The education research literature is an extensive and under-utilised resource for
illuminating understanding of contemporary teaching and learning and is a rich base
of information to inform effective and efficient teaching and curricular design. The
Pedagogic Research Forum aims to provide for staff an accessible environment to
explore this research and debate implications for practice. Forum meetings centre
around a contemporary teaching issue (see illustration below); selected papers are
sent to participants in advance and form the basis for discussion in the session. The
meetings are free and open to all staff and research students from LIMU and partner
institutions. An archive of past meetings can be found on the supporting Forum
Blackboard website.

Supporting pedagogic research

The Forum’s Blackboard website also hosts a
comprehensive set of resources to support staff
undertaking pedagogic research. These include
a review of the major theoretical trends in
education and overviews of research strategies
for qualitative, statistical, observational and
mixed method investigations. Resources also
include practical guidance on data collection
methods and analytical procedures, including
designing questionnaires, conducting interviews
and analysing qualitative data using NVivo
software.
