Pedagogic research enhances theoretical and conceptual understanding of teaching and learning processes and outcomes, teacher and learner experiences, and the relationship between processes, outcomes and contexts (RAE, 2008).  LJMU’s Pedagogic Research Forum aims to provide an environment to make HE research accessible in order to promote evidence based practice and to support staff undertaking their own teaching and learning investigations.  The theme of the October forum will be announced soon!

A look at the evidence
The education research literature is an extensive and under-utilised resource for
illuminating understanding of contemporary teaching and learning and is a rich base
of information to inform effective and efficient teaching and curricular design. The
Pedagogic Research Forum aims to provide for staff an accessible environment to
explore this research and debate implications for practice. Forum meetings centre
around a contemporary teaching issue (see examples below); selected papers are
sent to participants in advance and form the basis for discussion in the session. The
meetings are free and open to all staff and research students from LJMU and partner
institutions.

Resources also include practical guidance on data collection methods and analytical procedures, including
designing questionnaires, conducting interviews and analysing qualitative data using NVivo software.

[image: ]Disclosure of disability is often a very sensitive area for both students and staff and has legal implications for all concerned.  The University environment should be one that is conducive to students feeling confident to disclose details to staff, but staff need to be aware of what to do with this information, and how important it is that the information is shared in an appropriate and effective manner, whilst maintaining the boundaries of confidentiality.
The workshop aims to remove some of the haziness surrounding disclosure of disability and the disability processes within the university in order that the importance of disclosure can be fully understand.  It will also clarify the responsibilities that ALL staff have to students with disabilities, and how, as an institution we can work more closely to ensure support is available to all those who need it.   Policy is currently being drafted on this issue and this will form the basis for the session.

The development of Creative Commons licence has also helped to develop a legal framework to support these activities http://creativecommons.org/education .

It is a very fast way to offer a wider range of learning opportunities for students, therefore increasing the ways in which your students can develop their knowledge.
