Terms and Conditions

The Rice-Jones Scholarship ("the Scholarship") is open to any individual who can
demonstrate academic promise, commitment to the legal profession and financial
need. It is expected that entrants will have accepted a place to study a postgraduate
law course, including but not limited to the Graduate Diploma in Law, Legal Practice
Course, Bar Professional Training Course or Masters in Law.
